
Kids Games Drama day 3.

Spotlight comes up to see BG still resting on hammock where we left him yesterday.
B.G suddenly wakes up, sees aud., and gets up hurriedly, getting tangled in hammock as he goes. Stumbles around and finally gets to feet.

BG: 

Ahhh. There you are. Good to see you back again.

As you can see I’ve been having a tough time of it in this strange environment.

Its taking ALL my AMAZING skills to survive - I was just contemplating my next move. 

(turns suddenly) 

You might have thought I was sleeping! But I wasn’t!

I was thinking about my next survival ESSENTIAL. Can you think what it is? YES! FOOD!

Actually, now that I mention it I am getting rather hungry 

(rubs tummy and looks around)

FOOD! Its a survival essential. And as a survival EXPERT I know that in a ....hostile ....wilderness...like this, food can be PREETTY hard to find.

(spins 90deg) Unless, you’re an EXPERT. Like me.

(looks around, but doesn’t notice some obvious sources of food - bunch of bananas hanging on tree, basket of apples at foot of tree?)

(kids and leaders calling out re obvious food)

(looks around) What’s that you say? The tree? Ah ha! Look at that tree! Good thinking! (misses seeing the apples and bananas and walks over to the tree)

If I’m right - and I ALWAYS am! - the bark of this tree harbours an excellent food source (points around so kids think he’s seen the bananas, then points to trunk) 

RIGHT under this top layer of bark. TERMITES! YES! Edible termites!  YES! They’re quite tasty to an intrepid adventurer like me. 

(Pulls of a piece of bark)

 And here they are. 

Of course... you’ve got to catch them first! (Goes for a big lick) Tricky little blighters! They’re running everywhere!

(tries to frantically lick bits of tree trunk)

EEK! They’re on ME now. NO matter! (Licks arm) OHH! They tickle! 

(Busy licking away at his arm and tree and doesn’t notice Amy has entered and picked up apple from basket and is munching on it thoughtfully)

BG doing a bit more licking and jumping as termites reach his pants?

BG: 

PHEW! That was tough! And they’re not as filling as I remembered. What else can I find?

(Amy does loud crunch on apple and laughs with kids.)

BG:

(Stares upwards hopefully)

They must be up there somewhere. Perhaps if i shake this trunk.

(Shakes heavy hanging climbing rope)

Hmmm, no luck.

(AMY crunches again, laughs with aud.)

 Hear that? They’re definitely up there somewhere. I guess I’ll have to climb up to them if they won’t come down. Lucky climbing is a BASIC adventure survival skill. OF course, I haven’t had to do it for a while - I’m a bit out of practice.

(tries to climb couple of times but doesn’t get very far, finally Amy taps him on the shoulder)

A: 

Hi. What ARE you doing today?

BG: 

(stands up quickly and looks at Amy’s apple)

Well, I’m just....

A: 

(sees him looking) 

Oh. Want one? There’s a whole basket here. 

(picks it up a brings it over)

BG: 

Ahhhhh, thanks. 

A:

 So what WERE you doing?

BG: 

Well I was just using my survival skills to get some food...

A:

 But you should have known......

BG:

 The Gardener provides it. HUMPH. Of course!

A:
