(Begins with BG back in hammock - he’s rather taken to it)

I’ve cut down trees and lashed the logs together to make a raft and so escaped a deserted tropical island -  but you know, I never realised that trees could teach me so much about our life with God!

Since I accidently dropped into this garden I’ve been learning SO much! ME! I thought I knew EVERYTHING about how to survive - but the tree 

(looks around)

A:

A:

(Go to tale of three trees, told (read!) by Amy with projected pictures)

BG: 

(jumps up)
